Forum to address climate change and effects
management in Outaouais

As climate-driven weather events escalate across the
Ottawa River watershed, more than 150 municipalities,
including regional county municipalities and Indigenous
communities, are being called to gather for the TCO 2026
Municipal Forum, Rethinking Water. Organized by the
Ottawa River Consultation Table (TCO) in partnership
with five watershed organizations, the forum will take
place in Aylmer on June 4 at the Chéteau Cartier.

The event is aimed at elected officials, municipal
administrators, emergency personnel and public works
staff, all of whom are facing growing pressure to adapt
local infrastructure and services to more volatile weather
conditions. The goal is to equip communities across the
Ottawa River watershed, also known by its Algonquin
name Kichi Sibi, with the tools and knowledge they need to
respond effectively to climate change impacts, particularly
related to water.

In recent years, the Outaouais has seen record-breaking
floods and increasingly erratic precipitation. In Aylmer and
nearby parts of Gatineau, spring flooding has inundated
roads and homes. In 2017 and 2019, high water levels
in the Ottawa River led to emergency declarations and
widespread evacuations. Levels right now are around 2023
levels, with streets flooded and residents evacuated. Local
experts warn that freeze-thaw cycles are becoming harder
to predict, and intense rainfall events are more likely to

overwhelm existing stormwater systems.

The forum will offer concrete guidance on managing
these risks. Topics will include green infrastructure like
rain gardens and permeable pavement, natural floodplain
restoration, municipal vulnerability assessments, and

on water

coordinated emergency response planning. Attendees
will also hear from neighbouring municipalities and
Indigenous communities that are already implementing
successful mitigation strategies.

Beyond technical solutions, the forum emphasizes
the importance of collaboration. Organizers hope to
strengthen relationships between municipalities, regional
watershed organizations, and Indigenous governments
to support integrated water governance across the basin.
Because water knows no boundaries, the forum advocates
for a shared, regional approach to managing risk.

The one-day event at the Chéteau Cartier will feature
presentations, panel discussions,and interactive workshops.
It is open to all municipalities and communities within
the watershed territory. More information, including
program details and registration instructions, is available
at penserleauautrement.com.

Moi, qui suis arrivé comme immigrant
il y a 21 ans, je ne comprends toujours
pas comment on peut garder un tel
archaisme toxique! Comment les
nombreux nouveaux arrivants (un
quart de la population est arrivée aprés
2000) pourraient-ils saisir l'ampleur du
phénomene, eux qui découvrent que le
Canada possede des «indigénes»?

financial strain on those
living in flood zones, but
also on the city at large. The status quo
of providing sandbags and emergency
relief just isn't sustainable. A single
season of such emergency relief costs
the city millions of dollars, and the
owners of flooded homes have no
hope of getting insurance.

The good news is that, to very little
fanfare, the city has been making
some progress in terms of long term
solutions, at least in certain parts of
the city like Pointe-Gatineau. Houses
on some streets there have been torn
down, with the land converted into
green space, which acts like a sponge to
soak up at least some water when rivers
overflow. An article in Le Droit from
over two years ago spoke of almost
500 residences between Pont Noir and
Chemin du Fer-a-Cheval that could
be expropriated, but little has been
reported since then. Expropriations
are by far the easiest use of public
funds to justify, much cheaper than
installing flood barriers and levees
around flood prone areas. Beyond
the initial construction costs these
would also require expensive ongoing
maintenance.

In terms of the expropriations
thus far, little detailed information
has surfaced. Whether this is simply
because of insufficient public and
media interest or to protect the privacy
of those being expropriated is hard to
say.

Even in the preliminary plans

Barrett
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discussed years ago, there was
relatively little mention of Aylmer,
aside from high-level discussions of
levees and pumps. Yet here we are
with a fourth year in the last decade
of sandbags and flooded basements for
homes along the river. With "floods of
the century" becoming more "floods
of every year or two", something has
to give. The worst outcome would
be continuing to fund these bandaid
solutions for years to come, only to
finally realize that expropriations are
the only way. It's better to invest larger
sums for expropriations now with an
eye towards the best use of public
funds over the long term.

Most importantly of all, the city and
the province need to work together to
stop authorizations to build in flood
prone areas. As recently as last year, a
vacant waterside property at the end of
Patrimoine Street was for sale, looking
for a taker who would build on it. This
was a golden opportunity for the city
to acquire the vacant land and add
it to the public park area that leads
up to the marina. It's unclear what
happened to the property, but since
no construction has been started, and
no efforts to open it to the public have
been kicked off, we can only assume
that the current owner couldn't find
a buyer. The city should move now,
before a developer takes the bait.

Preparing Gatineau for
flooding  will significant
investments, so next week's column
will look at strategies to optimize our
tax dollars.

Ten vears of plasma donatlons a quiet community of givers in Gatineau

Ten years ago, when Héma-Québec opened
its donation centre at 205 Rue Bellehumeur
in Gatineau, it was the eighth of its kind in
the province. On April 22, the people who
built it into something gathered to mark
the occasion: staff, volunteers, donors and
officials crowded into the space on a warm
spring evening, eating cake and posing for
photographs. The mood, even by the stan-
dards of a milestone event, felt unusually
charged.

The reason became clear when William
Fillion took the microphone. His daughter,
six years old, was diagnosed last August with
juvenile dermatomyositis, a rare autoim-
mune disease in which the immune system
attacks its own muscles and skin. He watched
her struggle to walk, to climb stairs, to fin-
ish a meal, and described the sensation of
watching a child who had always been full
of life go quiet. "We had the feeling of seeing
our little girl disappear, little by little," he told
the audience. "No more dancing. No more
singing. Just long days of rest with very little
energy for the things that used to bring her
the most happiness."

Her treatment is intravenous immuno-
globulin, a drug manufactured from donat-
ed plasma. Before his daughter fell ill, Fillion
had never heard of plasma donation and the
thought of needles made him uneasy. That
changed when he understood the connection
between strangers' generosity and his daugh-
ter's recovery. He donated, then mobilised his
family, friends and colleagues. More than 160
donations have since been made through
their network, and his father now donates

every week. "Behind each donation, there is
a complete human chain," he said. "Each ges-
ture made here contributes directly to lives
like hers." Not long after her treatment began,
his daughter started dancing again. "When I
look at her today, I do not see a sick child,"
he said. "I see a happy little girl. And we owe
that to all of you."

The story landed with particular weight
given the scale of the need. Larivée, spokes-
person for Héma-Québec, notes that only
about three percent of eligible Quebecers
currently donate plasma. The province col-
lects enough locally to meet approximately 30

percent of its immunoglobulin requirements,
against a target of 42 percent, and demand
is rising. Since the centre opened in 2016,
14,000 unique donors have made more than
155,000 donations there. Lapierre, president
and chief executive of Héma-Québec, cred-
ited the outcome largely to the relationships
that form inside the building. Quebec now
has 13 centres, up from eight when Gatineau
opened, and the expansion is not finished.
"There is still work to be done," Larivée said.
Few understand that dynamic better than
Norman Quesnel, who has been volunteer-
ing at the centre since it opened. He knows
which donors take milk in their coffee, who
has been coming since the early days, and
how many donations the regulars have ac-
cumulated, with some approaching 500.
The social dimension, he said, is real: the
conversations with donors, the rapport with
staff, the small rituals of a place where people
come specifically to do something for some-
one they will never meet. "I walk out of here
with a smile," he said. "You might arrive with
a bit of anxiety, but you leave feeling better.
What it gives back to you is incredible."
Joélle Guillemette, a donor who has been

coming for eight years, arrived the way
many do: a grandmother brought her, she
had intended to give blood, and the staft
suggested she try plasma instead. She sat
down and has come back every month since,
always the same Monday evening time slot,
chatting during the roughly 45-minute do-
nation process with regulars who have be-
come friends over the years, asking to sit
together, sharing the small jokes of people
who have spent a great deal of time in each
other's company for no reason except that
they all decided to show up. The regulars
share something obvious in common, she
said: they are all, by nature, giving people.
For anyone on the fence, she is direct. The
staft will help with any anxiety, the process
is straightforward, and the feeling afterward
is worth considerably more than whatever
hesitation preceded it. "It gives you more
than your fear takes away," she said.

A competition among the region's emer-
gency services, including firefighters, police
officers and paramedics, is scheduled for May
8 to 30, in a bid to bring in new donors. The
Héma-Québec donation centre accepts both
walk-ins and appointments.

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ENAP secures $3. 355 million to cement its Gatineau future

Quebec's national school of public administration is riding
a wave. Just two months after cutting the ribbon on a brand-
new downtown campus, the Ecole nationale d'administration
publique (ENAP) has secured $3.355 million in provincial
funding to keep building.

The Government of Quebec confirmed the contribution on
April 24, under its 2025-2026 Budgetary Rules and Calculation
of Operating Subsidies for Quebec Universities, the mechanism
that governs annual operating grants across the university
sector. The funds are earmarked for additional spaces and
the long-term stability of ENAP's presence in the Outaouais.

It has been a busy winter. In February, ENAP inaugurated
its new Gatineau campus, a 13,000-square-foot facility on
the sixth floor of a Rue Laval building in Hull, fitted with co-
modal classrooms, workshops, a multifunction room, and
offices. The build-out cost $2.2 million over five years. The
provincial subsidy is the next investment in a school that is
clearly expanding its ambitions here.

Those ambitions are well-placed. Gatineau is home to a dense
concentration of civil servants at every level of government, and

Quebec's Ecole nationale d'administration publique
has secured $3.355 million in provincial funding for
its Gatineau campus, building on a landmark year that
included the inauguration of a new downtown facility
and the backing of Mayor Maude Marquis-Bissonnette,
who envisions the school as a future hub of cybersecurity
research in the national capital region. (TF)

demand for graduate training in public management, policy
development, and administrative leadership is woven into the
fabric of the city. ENAP has been here for more than 50 years.
The Gatineau campus now accounts for nearly a quarter of its
total student population, with 35 per cent of those students

drawn from the provincial public service, 34 per cent from
the federal government, and seven per cent from the private
sector. Few Canadian universities can claim a student body
so directly shaped by the work of governing.

The research agenda at the new campus reflects the same local
reality. Work will focus on Indigenous Peoples' issues, defence,
and public procurement, areas where Gatineau's proximity
to the national capital gives researchers direct access to the
people and institutions that matter. Mayor Maude Marquis-
Bissonnette, who taught municipal management at ENAP
before entering politics in 2024, has made the case that the
campus could also become a national leader in cybersecurity
research, pointing to the Ottawa-Gatineau region's standing
as Canada's primary hub for the field.

Founded in 1969 to professionalize public administration
during a transformative period in Quebec's history, ENAP enrols
approximately 3,000 students annually across its campuses.
It offers graduate programs with specializations in human
resources development, international administration, and
program evaluation, among others. As the only university
in the Université du Québec network dedicated exclusively
to public administration, it occupies a singular place in how
Quebec trains the people who run its institutions.

Gatineau education group draws on its own reserves to keep
summer programs alive for at-risk youth

Facing a delayed funding announcement
from Quebec's Ministry of Education, the
Table Education Outaouais announced on
April 21 that it will spend $70,000 of its own
money to sustain summer learning programs
for vulnerable children in the Outaouais, rather
than leave them without support during the
months when they are most likely to fall behind
academically.

The TEO, recognized by the provincial
government as the region's official school
perseverance council, will pull the money
from its unrestricted reserves, a stopgap the
organization says it felt compelled to arrange
after the ministry missed its deadline to confirm
funding for the 2026-2029 cycle.

Without that intervention, hundreds of
children who depend on structured summer
programming would have had nothing. In 2025,
TEO-backed projects served 1,745 participants
across the region, including 891 young people
over the summer months alone. Those programs
exist because the need is well-documented
and the consequences of neglect are lasting.
Children from lower-income families are hit
hardest, lacking the books, camps, and enriching
experiences that more affluent peers take for
granted, a disparity that quietly compounds
with every passing summer. TEO targets those
most exposed: children with learning difficulties,
students whose first language is not French, and
those with little access to stimulating activities
or resources outside the classroom.

The academic cost of an unstructured summer
is steeper than most parents realize. According
to the Brookings Institution, students can lose

the equivalent of a full month of classroom
learning over the break, with mathematics
skills taking the worst of it. Come September,
teachers do not simply pick up where they
left off. Those losses accumulate year after
year, quietly eroding confidence, straining
motivation, and nudging the most vulnerable
students steadily closer to the exit.

The $70,000 TEO is committing represents
only about 40 per cent of what the ministry
provided for similar projects last year. The
organization knows it cannot cover everything.
Instead, it plans to contact the community groups
and project leaders it funded last summer,
identifying which programs are in the most
acute danger of collapse and directing money
toward those with the deepest roots in local
communities.

TEO president Steve Brabant framed the
decision as both a moral obligation and a
calculated risk. The finance committee reviewed
the exposure to the organization's long-term
health before the board gave its approval. "Even
in a context of financial uncertainty, the board
of directors of the Table Education Outaouais
has chosen to act in a responsible and proactive
way," Brabant said. "The needs of vulnerable
youth do not stop during the summer, and
it is our collective duty to support initiatives
that concretely contribute to their educational
success and their well-being."

He was equally clear about the limits of what
a regional organization can do on its own.
"This strategy is a transitional solution,” he
said. "It demonstrates the capacity for regional
mobilization, but it cannot substitute for a lasting,
structural commitment from the government
toward our young people."

TEO has begun reaching out to regional
elected representatives to make that case directly,

arguing that communities should not have to
raid their own reserves every time a ministry
misses a deadline. The money will hold things

together for one summer. Whether it has to
again next year is a question only the provincial
government can answer.

Gatineau home
sales drop, but
prices stay put

Buyers and sellers completed 936 home
sales between January and March, about 10
per cent fewer than during the same period
last year. The slowdown follows a stretch of
unusually busy years in the local market,
and the report attributes the decline largely
to a normalization following several years
of particularly strong activity, compound-
ed by the departure of temporary residents
from the area.

One of the bigger shifts has been the grow-
ing number of homes available to buy. There
are now 18 per cent more active listings
than there were a year ago, which means
buyers have more options than they’ve had
for some time. That said, homes are still
selling faster than supply can build up, so
sellers continue to have the upper hand.

Prices reflect that balance. A typical sin-
gle-family home in Gatineau sold for just
under $490,000, essentially the same as last
year. Condos ticked up slightly to $312,000,
while plexes held steady at around $551,500.

Not every part of the city is experiencing
the same thing. Hull saw the most dramatic
slowdown, with sales dropping 40 per cent
compared to last year, and condos in Hull
were hit particularly hard. The outskirts
of Gatineau also saw a notable pullback.
Aylmer told a different story. Sales there rose

five per cent to 197 transactions, bucking
the broader trend, though the number of
homes listed for sale jumped 32 per cent
and active listings were up 55 per cent,
meaning significantly more supply is hit-
ting that market than buyers are absorbing.
The typical single-family home in Aylmer
sold for $550,000, down just one per cent
from last year.

Gatineau continues to benefit from its
proximity to Ottawa. Houses there cost
considerably less than comparable prop-
erties across the river, and that price gap
keeps drawing buyers from Ontario, which
helps keep the local market from softening
too much.

For renters, the picture is less encouraging.
Average rents climbed eight per cent over
the past year to $1,460 per month, and the
vacancy rate sits at 3.8 per cent, meaning
available units are not plentiful. That pressure
on the rental market is partly a reflection of
what is happening on the ownership side:
when people are uncertain about buying, they
tend to stay put as renters, which tightens
supply and pushes rents higher.

Taken together, the numbers paint a picture
of a market finding its footing rather than
falling apart. Sales are down, but prices are
holding, homes are still moving, and the
fundamental draws of the area, affordability
relative to Ottawa and a resilient local job
market, have not gone away. The coming
quarters will show whether this settling
period is brief, or the market has further
adjusting to do.

Agricultural land is essential to Canadians.

The economic, social, and environmental benefits of Alto are real. For many rural and agricultural communities, the concerns about land, operations,
and day-to-day realities are just as real.

Atrain travelling at 320 km/h requires straight tracks. And yet there’s no single reality in agriculture. It differs from one region to the next, and from one
farm to another. This means the final route will be a trade-off and that there’s no perfect solution to building it. Our job is to make sure we do this the
right way; that entails limiting impacts, compensating fairly over the long term, and developing the right support for the farming industry as a whole.

Countries like France and Italy with substantial farming communities have shown that high-speed rail and agriculture can coexist. That's what we're
working to achieve here. That means doing the work with communities and being upfront about what we can commit to.

Since consultations began in January 2026, farmers and property owners have been clear about what'’s at stake for them. We have listened,
and our commitments are straightforward:

e Limit impacts from the start by first defining a wide corridor under e Ensure adapted road access for agricultural operations when they are
study, engaging early, and then selecting the alignment of about directly impacted, by negotiating with owners and stakeholders.

These commitments set the direction, but we won't get there on our own. It will require a collective effort alongside agricultural organizations to further
define the scope of these pledges.

This is our commitment. Because how we build matters just as much as what we build.
